· There are 28 ARRL affiliated clubs in East TN. 
· There are 679,884 licensed hams in the US, 48% of which are Technician class. 
· There are 170,000+ ARRL members in the US.

· By comparison, there are 1,300,000 hams in Japan. 
· There are 2,664 hams in Knoxville, 1,987 in Nashville, and 1,483 in Memphis.
· In Tennessee, there are 9,327 Tech Class, 5,219 General and 4,430 Extra Class.

· The ARRL represents and benefits all ham radio operators, not just ARRL members.  Efforts are being made to increase league membership.
Dale Shared many interesting stories from his 72 year career in Ham Radio.
